At the Gates we hear shouts of 

prayer; “Hosanna”, Save us! Those 

whose words evoke the promise of 

hope in sacred text yearn for a 

wholeness in life beginning with a 

renewed relationship with God. 
 

At the Garden tomb (hope beyond 

hope) ‘The kingdom of the world is 

become the kingdom of the Lord!”  

Handel etched this reality in our 

minds in his “Messiah” so our 

“Hosannas” become, in time, our 

“Hallelujahs!” 

 

It almost seems too much; this 

Holy Week. We experience our 

lives in a real time which teaches 

that we are constantly moving be-

tween hosannas to hallelujah al-

most every day. However, each 

year during Holy week we are re-

minded, no matter our current 

context, God will be with us in the 

risen Christ.
